The State FITA Tournament will be hosted once again by the St. Cloud Archers Association and will be held at the Apollo High 
School in St. Cloud (1000 44th Ave N).  This will be a single day event and will be held on Saturday, May 31st, with competition 
beginning at 10:00 AM with a practice session from 8:30-9:30 AM. 
 
This event features shooting at the large 122cm and 80cm multi-colored target faces and the round is the very same as is 
used during the Olympics.  Adult men shoot from 90, 70, 50, & 30 meters, Adult women from 70, 60, 50, & 30 meters, Seniors 
from 60, 50, 40, & 30 meters, Young Adults shoot Adult distances, Youth from 60, 50, 40, & 30 meters, Cubs from 30, 25, 25, & 
20 meters, and Midgets from 15 meters the entire round.
