2008 MSAA STATE FIELD TOURNAMENT

The 2008 MSAA State Field Tournament will be held on July 19th and 20th at the Duluth Archery Club. Duluth
has one of the very best outdoor archery courses in the state and a great family friendly environment that includes
a camping area. If you would like to camp at Duluth please call Tom Boes at 218-393-4191 or 218-393-4181 to
reserve your spot.

Tournament start time will be 10:00 AM on Saturday and 9:00 AM on Sunday.

Directions to the Duluth Archery Club: from I35 North take the 21st Ave E. exit. At the stop sign turn left and
proceed straight up the hill. At the top of the hill the road takes you around the corner to the right, which is
Woodland Ave. Take Woodland Ave to the 5th stop light (Snively Rd.). Turn right and proceed until the stop sign.
At the stop sign go striaght, this will be Jean Duluth Rd. Continue on Jean Duluth Rd. for approximately 7 miles,
until you get to Lismore Rd. Just before Lismore Rd. you will see a sign for the Duluth Archery Club that looks like
a 900 target. Take a left onto Lismore and go 1 mile to Eagle Lake Rd. Turn right onto Eagle Lake Rd. and go
approximately 1/2 mile to the Duluth Archery Club sign on our left. Turn left and proceed straight ahead until you
get to the parking lot.
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Family Maximum: the family maximum applies to parents and dependent children under 18 only. If your family's registrations
add up to something greater than $37 please be sure to take advantage of this option.

Class Restrictions: all specified MSAA Classes are open to adults. Seniors may also participate in any MSAA class but
have specifically the classes Senior Freestyle, Senior Freestyle Limited, Senior Bowhunter Freestyle, and Senior Barebow
awarded. Young Adults, Youths, and Cubs may participate in Freestyle, Freestyle Limited, Bowhunter Freestyle, Bowhunter
Freestyle Limited, and Barebow. Midgets may participate in Freestyle, Freestyle Limited, and Barebow.

Open Class Registration: in addition to regular fees if you are patrticipating in the Open Class you must also add a $30
purse fee. The purse is paid out according to the MSAA Payout Formula.
